	I could use short sentences to create punchy dramatic impact e.g. ‘Sid ran’

	I could use a cliché to suggest violent intent, e.g. ‘a vice-like grip’

	I could use dramatic sentence openings, e.g. ‘Without warning…’


	I could use powerful verbs, e.g. ‘seized’
	I could make the reader see what is happening 

	I have used alliterative vocabulary  - violent use of words, e.g. ‘ a sickening punch smashed into  his stomach’


	I could make the reader feel what is happening
	I could make the reader hear what is happening 



	I could appeal to the reader’s sense of smell

	I could give the impression of movement or physical violence, e.g. ‘he doubled up in pain’
